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is something with which you struggle, follow Josiah's example. If you own movies that
contain profane language or sexual content, get rid of them. If you listen to CDs or songs
on your iPod that contain violence or drug references, get rid of them and replace them
with a more wholesome choice. By completely removing these obstacles, you will help
yourself avoid falling back into the same temptation.

3. He remembered the old paths. One of the reforms made by Josiah was to begin
the observance of the Passover feast again. This feast was a "highlight” for the Israelites,
but it had not been observed in some time. Though God had commanded it to be a lasting
event, 2 Kings 23:22 tells us, “No such Passover had been kept since the days of the
judges who judged Israel.” It had been centuries since God’s people had properly ob-
served the Passover. Josiah could have thought, “Well, that was an old feast and it's
outdated now. Let's start something more contemporary and exciting.” Today, sadly,
many do similar things. “Let’s not just sing in worship. That's too old-fashioned. Let's liven
it up with some entertainment.” “Let’s not eat the Lord’s Supper in quietness. Who likes
quiet, anyway? Let's have some music in the background to raise the emotional level.”
While the Church needs to be contemporary in many areas, we must return to the oid
paths in areas where God has spoken. When He diracts, we dare not change the di-
rectives.

Josiah is remembered as a king who, though young, brought
God’s people back to the Book. Let's make him an example for our
lives. May we be remembered as people who bring others back to
the Bible.
