ble. Now, while all these are extremely important, no one is saved except
through Jesus. He said: "I am the way, the truth, the life. No one comes
to the Father except through Me” (John 14:6).

2) Jesus is our only foundation. Only Jesus can be the foundation
of our faith: "For no other foundation can anyone lay than that which is
laid, which is Jesus Christ” (1 Corinthians 3:11). Many buildings and
houses are lost in storms and earthquakes because of weak or sub-
standard foundations. With Jesus as our foundation we need not fear
any problem in life or in death.

3) Jesus is our only authority. Many set themselves up as reli-
gious authorities or names in this world. The Jim Jones and David Koresh
mentality abounds, even in the Lord’s church. But the Bible tells us that
Jesus is "King of kings, and Lord of lords” (1 Timothy 6:15). Jesus Him-
self said before He ascended to heaven, "A/ authority has been given to
Me in heaven and on earth” (Matthew 28:18). Peter said, "Nor is there
salvation in any other name under heaven given among men by which
we must be saved” (Acts 4:12). Manmade names or authorities are not
only unscriptural, they also detract from the honor that must be given to
Jesus only. Believe in Him and obey His commands. (Mark 16:15-16;

Hebrews 5:9).
