Church of Christ Dress Code

People look on the outward appearance but “God looks on the heart.” The first phrase is not the heart of the
verse, but it’s the truth. Youth and adults will base their impression of our ministry on their impression of us.
For this reason, we will wear appropriate clothing (1 Corinthians 9:19-23). The activity should depict the type
of clothing worn. All our clothing should be clean, communicating personal discipline and recognition of self-
worth, be modest, protecting the reputation and image of the Holy Spirit (1 Timothy 2:9 & 1 Thessalonians 4:7)
and avoid masking out inner qualities (1 Peter 3:1-8). Any violations of the dress code come with one verbal
warning and all subsequent violations could constitute an immediate dismissal from camp.
